Nelson Brownell opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m. 

1. Agenda Approval

Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Percey seconded to approve the agenda.  The motion carried.

2. Minutes- 06/07/07 

Mr. Prouty moved and Mr.  Kauppi seconded to approve the minutes of June 7, 2007.  The motion carried.

3.  Warrants:

Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Stone seconded to approve the Payroll Check Warrant for Pay Period Ending 06/10/07 in the amount of $ 4,174.21.  The motion carried with       Mr. Prouty abstaining.

Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Percey seconded to approve the Accounts Payable Check Warrant #50 dated 06/15/07 in the amount of $ 19,129.51. The motion carried.

Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Stone seconded to approve the Wastewater Project Payroll Check Warrant for Pay Period Ending 06/11/07 in the amount of $ 205.36.  The motion carried with Mr. Prouty abstaining.

Mr.  Prouty moved and Mr.  Kauppi seconded to approve the Wastewater Project Accounts Payable Check Warrant #C1-50 dated 06/15/07 in the amount of $ 469.90.  The motion carried.

5.  VLCT Legislative Wrap Up.  Rep. Bill Botzow spoke about Highway Class 2 funding.  The Rte. 346 bridge on Pownal Village has been advertised and the work will be done during this construction season.   The North Pownal bridge project is scheduled for the summer of 2008.  There was discussion about speed reduction on Rte 346 and the flashing light requested at the Pownal School intersection.
6.  Pownal Listers  RE:  Networking problem at the Town Office.  Mr. Stone moved and Mr. Prouty seconded to contact NEMRC and get an estimate in a timely fashion.  The motion carried.

a. Grader Bids

Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Prouty seconded to award the bid to the lowest bidder, Nortrax John Deere.  Discussion followed.  The town intends to keep the grade at least 20 years.  The higher interest rate of 5.25% will quickly absorb the bid savings.  The CAT 
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will have the higher trade value than the John Deere.  Casey looked at all the graders except the Kamatsu as it was located in Maine.  Casey recommends the town go with the CAT as it is the only he feel will last the 20 years.  Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Prouty seconded to withdraw the motion.  

Mr. Prouty moved and Mr. Stone seconded to purchase the CAT grader.  The motion carried.  There was discussion about whether to trade or sell the old grader.  Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Stone seconded to offer Clyde Burgess the town’s grader for CAT’s trade value.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Burgess needs to purchase the old grader within 60 days.  The motion carried.

b. Ray Shields Wood Delivery-  Mr. Kauppi spoke with Ray Shields concerning access to his property for his wood delivery.  Mr. Shields will remove a section of his fence so that a one-ton truck can enter on the north side of the Town Office building for his wood delivery.
c. Roads Toured 6/11/07 and Under Consideration For Reclassification:

Hemlock Hill Rd.- one house then turns to trail

Roizin Rd. – 4 houses

Lavino Rd.- 2 houses ( house and caretaker)

Thompson Pond Rd.- 1 house

Benedict Rd. – 3 houses

Crow Hill Rd.- 1 house

Purcell Dugway- 2 houses

Banister Hill Rd.- 3 houses

Cash Place- 3 houses

Total 2.2 miles.

The board also visited White Oaks Rd., Huse Lane and Upper County Rd.

There was considerable discussion about road maintenance and winter plowing. Residents attending the meeting expressed their concerns about the reclassification process, their concerns about emergency services and that the town should continue the road maintenance.  One resident from Crow Rd. does care if the town gives his road up.  The board was in agreement to schedule a discussion meeting in the near future with the residents affected by the reclassification.  Residents will be notified of the meeting by mail.
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6. Set 2007 Pay Raises and Legal matter
Mr. Prouty moved and Mr. Kauppi seconded to enter into executive session at 8:55 for pay raises and a legal matter. The motion carried.  At 9:30 p.m., Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Prouty seconded to come out of executive session.  The motion carried.  Mr. Prouty moved and Mr. Kauppi seconded to approve the pay raises.  The motion carried.  The board was in agreement for the town’s attorney to send the letter.
