MINUTES

 Chairman, Nelson Brownell opened the Regular Meeting at 7:30 p.m.

1. Agenda Approval

Mr. Prouty moved and Mr. Saunders seconded to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion carried.

2. Approval of Minutes 10/05/06
Mr. Saunders moved and Mr. Kauppi seconded to approve the Meeting Minutes of October 5, 2006.  The motion carried.

3. Resident Zoning Issue:
William Petitt requested address the board and read a letter. 

Planning Commission Chairwoman, Lynn Foucher recommended the board not discuss Mr. Petitt’s zoning application as the matter has become a legal issue with attorneys involved at this time.  The Planning Commission will consult with the Town’s attorney on Monday.
Mr. Brownell reviewed the letter and determined that its contents mentioned Mr. Petitt’s subdivision.  Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Prouty seconded to not address the zoning issue.  Discussion followed. Mr. Petitt wished to discuss his concerns about the ZA’s potential conflict of interest.  Mr. Petitt stated that he had not brought his concerns to the Planning Commission.  When the legal matter is over, Mr. Petitt can air his concerns about the ZA.  The motion carried.

Mr.  Kauppi moved and Mr. Prouty seconded to approve the Payroll Check Warrant for Pay Period Ending 10/08/06in the amount of $ 5,677.49.  The motion carried with Mr. Prouty abstaining.

5. Green Mountain Veterinary Hospital  RE: Request for Town to split Invoice #139390 for a cat.  Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Prouty seconded to issue the veterinary hospital a letter explaining why the town will not pay the invoice as requested.  Discussion followed.  The animal hospital allowed an unidentified and unauthorized individual to incur charges against the Town of Pownal.  The Town still wishes to do business with the animal hospital, however, the Animal Control Officer is the only one authorized to request services.  The motion carried.
6. WWTF Chief Operator’s Weekly Operations Report.  Mr. Prouty followed up regarding sewer gas in North Pownal.  The engineers are looking into the problem.  They have increased the odor reducing chemicals and they are re-evaluating their design.  Some homes in North Pownal have no traps in their plumbing.  House main traps have been installed and this has helped substantially. 
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 Mr. Prouty also updated on house connections.  
Mr. Bisson commented that there shouldn’t be any back pressure on the main sewer line.  There has to be something wrong with the design and he doesn’t want North Pownal to smell like sewer.  

Mr. Prouty stated that the situation is also being looked at by the State and Rural Development to make sure there is not a design flaw.  Mr. Prouty hopes to have more information available for the next Sewer Commission meeting at the end of the month.
